Launched in 1962, Penfolds Bin 128 is a regional wine that
reflects the unique climate and growing conditions of South
Australia's Coonawarra district and the elegant style of cool-
climate Shiraz. From the 1980 vintage, French oak replaced
American, highlighting the pepper-and-spice characteristics that
define this style. Since the mid-1980s greater attention has been
paid to fruit ripeness, resulting in a wine that is fuller in style and

structure.

Sweet berry, damson plum and stewed rhubarb
fruits embrace a tight structural core, which is
reinforced by integrated French oak. Finishes
with some grip and fruit sweetness, augmented by
fine tannins.
